Using IP Camera via Mobile Phone

Settings of IP camera vi ewed via mobile phone on computer:

   1.  entering the setup page of the system, make the UPNP to be Open State, and then save it.
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2.  Enter the setup page of the Dynamic DNS, make it to be a open state, apply a DNS on the DNS website, then fill in below blank.
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Kindly note: the DNS filling in is the one you applied on DNS website, the user name and password is the one which you login in DNS website.

3.  Enter the status bar to check the Network Port
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The network Port Numeric should be changed if it is 85, any number between 0-65535 will be ok except the number with 65. the Network Port Numeric can be changed in “Local LAN”.
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Some camera has no “voice port”, whether there are several ports; please remember it and its Numeric.
   4.  Check the IP address, it is required in settings.
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The IP address of the camera is “192.168.1.52”, and it can be changed in “Local LAN”
5. Above steps completed, make the next important step. Enter the router connected with camera. [image: image6.jpg]Default Gateway : [192.168.1.1




Then you can know the IP address connected with router, also can be viewed via IE blowser.
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Ok, we can enter the router through the User Name and Password now. The original User Name and password is admin.

6. The last step. Add the network port which we will view via mobile phone in the Dynamic DNS setting of the router.
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 “Virtual Server Name” can be named as you like, but it should be an English name, IP address of Server I will be your camera’s IP address, TCP-F will be available. Inside Port and Outside Port should be the same. Please click “setting” if all information was correct. How many ports on the server, how many time you should set.
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Setting completed.

How to view TENVIS IP Camera via NOKIA, BLACKBERRY and the other Smart Mobile Phone which can support Core Player & Windows Mobile Player.
Principle: A mobile phone is equivalent to an independent PC connected to a Local LAN with IP camera via Router.  While the Lan is not the same one utilized by ip cameral and the cell phone, you should connect the lan used by cell phone via Router with the lan by ip cameral through internet, then you can view the video. 

Warning: The “login in” page can`t be showed on the mobile phone, for it is viewed via player browser on mobile phone but not IE browser, so you should set the RTSP authentication the IP camera as able.

Setting—“Streaming Media”--“RTSP Authentication

If the IP camera was connected with a mobile phone via a Local LAN:
1. Make sure your camera is connected to a Local LAN by wireless which your mobile phone supports.

2. Enter the main menu “setting”—“connecting—“wireless Local LAN connecting”—select the Local LAN you need—“connecting”—select the net you connect—“option”—“start browsering the network”—“option”—“switch”—“new page”—put in the RTSP ID(can be found in “system setting”—“Streaming Media Setting”---“Streaming Media list” of the camera.)---“connecting”—“Select Setting or Enable in the message box”, “RTSP temp” hasn't been stored. Select “yes / setting” to view the camera by your mobile phone. (MJPEG is default in the system, but it can be changed into MPEG4 in setting, then put “mobile” in the end of the IP  if necessary).

If your mobile phone and camera are connected by different LAN.

Setting the DDNS and Extranet Mapping, meanwhile, make sure camera can be viewed via the DDNS and Extranet on the internet.

Due to you mobile phone are in different internet, so it should be connected to a wireless router, then the router is connected to internet, so all process should be connect by the Extranet Mapping.

3. Enter the main menu “setting”—“connecting—“wireless Local LAN connecting”—select the Local LAN you need—“connecting”—select the net you connect—“option”—“start browsering the network”—“option”—“switch”—“new page”—put in the RTSP ID(can be found in “system setting”—“Streaming Media Setting”---“Streaming Media list” of the camera.)---“connecting”—“Select Setting or Enable in the message box”, “RTSP temp” hasn't been stored. Select “yes / setting” to view the camera by your mobile phone. (MJPEG is default in the system, but it can be changed into MPEG4 in setting, then put “mobile” in the end of the IP  if necessary).
